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When a student has had federal student loans discharged because of a disability, the student must: 

1. obtain a physician’s certification that he or she has the ability to engage in substantial gainful activity, 
and 

2. sign a statement acknowledging that the new FSA loan cannot later be discharged for any present 
impairment.
